I have appeared in such films as ‘The Avengers’, ‘Oceans Twelve’ and ‘Mystery Men’

2 Points – I often describe myself as an "executive" or "action" transvestite and regularly cross-dress both on and off stage. On March 18th, 2007 I was listed as number 3 of the ‘100 Greatest Comedians’ as part of Channel 4's ongoing "100 Greatest..." series.
