This round gives every team the opportunity to win 10 points at the end, and to maybe snatch the top prize at the death.  Each team has only one opportunity to hand an answer in, getting the relevant number of points for a correct answer, but zero points for an incorrect answer.  Each team should only get one go, with the correct answer not announced until every team has handed their sheet in.
